Caesar 1: Difficulties of the Amphibious Assault (worksheet for 1/31/05)

Background of the story: Caesar, upset that the tribes of Britain have been sending aid to the Gauls with whom he is at war, decides to make an expedition across the English Channel to make a show of Roman force and power.  After he assembles a navy, he crosses the Channel (with difficulty due to storms).  In the reading, Caesar arrives at the beach only to realize that the Britons know he is coming and have set up defenses along the beach.  Caesar and his troops are at an extreme disadvantage because of the nature of the amphibious assault.

Read over the reading carefully.  In the back of the reader, there is a glossary (beginning on p. 231) as well as a glossary specific to readings in Caesar (p. 223-224).  Answer the following questions and use the following notes in addition to the ones that appear in the reader:

Line 48 – What kind of construction is “consilio Romanorum cognito”?

Line 49 - essedariis: goes with an understood "praemissis" implied by "praemisso" (which agrees with equitatu).

Line 49 - uti: infinitive from utor.  What case does this verb take? ________________________

Line 50 - subsecuti: translate passively (even though it is deponent): "followed closely by" + ablative of accompaniment without a preposition.

Line 50 - nostros (milites/viros), as often in Caesar

Line 51 - What does "summa" modify? __________________________

Line 52 - militibus: dative of agent after the passive periphrastics that follow.

Line 55 - illi: i.e. the hostes.

Line 57 - quibus: a connecting relative (appearing at the beginning of the sentence); translate as if it was an "eis" or a "his".

Line 59 - uti: see the note on "uti" above.
