Notes.  

Line 1: Antii: Locative (location of one of Nero’s country villas); agens = present active participle (non-existent) of sum, esse; ante...quam: “before”, but translate only with the quam, not the ante.
Line 2: domui: i.e. the domus transitoria of Nero (some remains under the Palace of Domitian on the Palatine); the horti Maecenatis were on the Esquiline; continua(ve)rat

Line 3: propinqua(ve)ret; sisti ... quin: “to be contained before...”

Line 5: Monumenta Agrippae: such as the Pantheon, his baths, and the Saepta (all close to the Stagnum Agrippae); Hortos: on the Vatican hill
Line 8: ad ternos nummos: to three coins (sestertii) per unit (modius); quae: connecting relative
