DERIVED SEARCH CHANGES (4,4 name/title, etc.)

· There are changes in index labels, but these are optional when doing command line searches.

· Use the circumflex (^) in place of a character to exclude it from its position in the search key.  Type a blank to indicate any character. 

· For records without 1xx fields, the minimum key can be blank,4

· The circumflex (^) cannot be used in derived title searches.

KEYWORD (fin) / PHRASE (sca) SEARCH CHANGES

· Many index labels have been changed

· Many new indexes have been added

· Punctuation after the index label is now obligatory and meaningful

· “There are now at least three ways of doing a title search, ti: versus ti= versus tiw=.  But there may actually be six ways, all subtly different: 

ti: 

scan ti:

ti=

scan ti=

tiw=

· “Find” is now implicit – If you don’t put in scan the system assumes find
· New Boolean operators (Or, Not, With, Near)

· Boolean searches can now be nested

· Wildcards, truncation and plurals can be used, but only at the fourth character or later.
