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Course Description:  The undergraduate catalog explains that this course is an analysis of situations involving the legal rights of children and youth which demand intervention by justice institutions or service agencies.

Course Prerequisite: The student must have completed JUS 12000, Introduction to Justice Studies.

Primary Learning Outcomes:  Students will
· Understand the history, structure, functions, and goals of the U.S. juvenile justice system(s); 
· Be able to describe juvenile offending and victimization;
· Learn about the processing of juveniles in the juvenile (and adult) justice systems;

· Be able to review and assess various treatment and correctional options for juveniles; and 
· Explore the challenges and issues faced by the juvenile justice system.

COURSE POLICIES

I.  Course requirements and grading:

Students are expected to come to class, to do the reading, consult the web page resources, check their kent.edu email account, and take all exams.  Your grade in the course is based on your performance in the following areas:

1) Three exams will be given during the intersession, all of which must be taken to pass the course.  The weighting of these tests is as follows:  Exam 1 - 30%, Exam 2 - 35%, Final Exam - 35%.   Attendance (good or bad) may affect your final grade if you are on the borderline.
Make-up Exam policy:  Per University policy, make-up exams are allowed only in cases with legitimate, documentable excuses (medical, military, athletic, death in the immediate family).  Work (employment) is not considered a legitimate excuse.  Tentative exam dates are listed on the syllabus, but I may adjust them depending on where we are in the material.

Extra credit  and “Incomplete” policies:  

A student’s grade is based on their mastery of the course material as described above.  Extra credit is not allowed other than that provided on exams.  According to University policy, final grades will not be changed by allowing the student to do additional work or by using criteria other than those applied to all students in the class.  In addition, a student that is failing a class is not eligible for an Incomplete.

Attendance Policy:  

The KSU policy is that students are expected to attend class.  Attendance is very important in this course.  The summer course may appear to be “shorter,” but in reality missing one class is like missing a whole week’s worth of classes.  Attendance will be taken; it will be used when considering grades for students on the borderline.  Only during class will you be notified of final test dates and be informed of other important events and deadlines. Statement on Academic Dishonesty  

Excerpted from the University’s Administrative policy 

and procedures regarding student cheating and plagiarism.  Policy #3342-3-07

(A)
Policy statement. It is the policy of the university that:

(1)
Students enrolled in the university, at all its campuses, are to perform their academic work according to standards set by faculty members, departments, schools and colleges of the university; and

(2)
Cheating and plagiarism constitute fraudulent misrepresentation for which no credit can be given and for which appropriate sanctions are warranted and will be applied.

(B)
Intent and scope of the policy.

(1)
In providing this policy, the university affirms that acts of cheating and plagiarism by students constitute a subversion of the goals of the institution, have no place in the university and are serious offenses to academic goals and objectives, as well as to the rights of fellow students.

(2)
It is the intent of this policy to provide appropriate sanctions, to provide fair and realistic procedures for imposing those sanctions, to provide safeguards for any student suspected of cheating or plagiarism, and to coordinate the policy with procedures of the code of student conduct, rule 3342-4-15 of the Administrative Code and of this register. 

(3)
This policy applies to all students of the university, graduate and undergraduate, full or part-time, whose conduct is of such a nature prohibited by the policy. Other offenses of a nonacademic nature are covered by the code of student conduct, rule 3342-4-15 of the Administrative Code and of this register.

(C)
Definitions. As used in this rule:

(1)
"Cheat" means intentionally to misrepresent the source, nature, or other conditions of academic work so as to accrue undeserved credit, or to cooperate with someone else in such misrepresentation. Such misrepresentations may, but need not necessarily, involve the work of others. As defined, cheating includes, but is not limited to:

(a)
Obtaining or retaining partial or whole copies of examination, tests or quizzes before these are distributed for student use;

(b)
Using notes, textbooks or other information in examinations, tests and quizzes, except as expressly permitted;

(c)
Obtaining confidential information about examinations, tests or quizzes other than that released by the instructor;

(d)
Securing, giving or exchanging information during examinations; 

(e)
Presenting data or other material gathered by another person or group as one's own;

(f)
Falsifying experimental data or information;

(g)
Having another person take one's place for any academic performance without the specific knowledge and permission of the instructor;

(h)
Cooperating with another to do one or more of the above; and

(i)
Using a substantial portion of a piece of work previously submitted for another course or program to meet the requirements of the present course or program without notifying the instructor to whom the work is presented.

(j)
Presenting falsified information in order to postpone or avoid examinations, tests, quizzes, or other academic work. 

(2)
"Plagiarize" means to take and present as one's own a material portion of the ideas or words of another or to present as one's own an idea or work derived from an existing source without full and proper credit to the source of the ideas, words, or works. As defined, plagiarize includes, but is not limited to:

(a)
The copying of words, sentences and paragraphs directly from the work of another without proper credit;

(b)
The copying of illustrations, figures, photographs, drawings, models, or other visual and nonverbal materials, including recordings, of another without proper credit; and

(c)
The presentation of work prepared by another in final or draft form as one's own without citing the source, such as the use of purchased research papers.
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
