PROJECT COMPLETION GUIDELINES
You have COMPLETE freedom on what type of music you make; nevertheless, you need to: 


1) Label each track clearly

2) Label the clips clearly
3) Use a Marker Track to explain what is going on 

4) All clips need to conform to the grid
5) Changing the tempo of the project will alter the tempo of all parts of the project. 

6) The Stereo Output signal should be strong
7) SAVE the file on the M drive as you intend me to hear it – 

8) Save to NEW FOLDER a copy of your midterm project on the S Drive in the MP-I Midterm folder in  folder named: <Yourname>MIDTERM
Recommendations: 

1. Your project will be made of “many” small clips

2. Use short audio clips that have been “set to the grid”: musical mode is turned on

3. If you create your own loops from an audio file or CD: 

a. try to make shorter loops

b. bounce the clip

c. Turn on Musical Mode

Your MIDTERM Project should not be: 

1. A long string of audio files
2. A favorite song mix! 

3. Audio files not set to the grid!
