Working With Cubase in the Music Production Lab
Storage locations: 

C Drive – This is the main hard drive in the computer on which resides the operating system and all of the programs. The entire drive is “protected”. Everything you save to the C drive, and that includes My Documents and the Desktop gets erased every time you restart the computer. 

I Drive – This is a second hard drive that resides on the computer. Files stored on this computer are not erased when you restart the computer

S Drive – This is a network drive and does not reside on the computer – You need to be logged in to access this drive – Everyone in the class has access to this drive – It is where you will save files you whish to share with the entire class or where 
M Drive – This is your personal network drive and does not reside on the computer. You need to be logged in to access this drive. Only you and the teacher have access to this drive. This is where you save all of your completed projects. 

Proper usage of storage space with Cubase 

· While you are working on Cubase project you will be using the I Drive and you will only save the final version you whish to be graded to the M drive. 

· When you start a new project Cubase asks you to select a directory in which you will save your project folder. 

From the Cubase manual: 

1. Cubase now wants to create a folder on the hard drive so that your Cubase project file and all of its related files are stored in one safe place. It is important that every project gets stored in its own folder. Having many different projects stored in the same folder only leads to confusion later on.

2. Navigate to where you would like this project to be created.

3. NOTE: You are not saving the project at this point! You are creating a folder on the hard drive that your project will get saved into later. This will be explained very shortly.

4. Click “Create” on the PC or “New Folder” on the Mac to create a new folder for your project. 

5. Give your new folder a name. If your are going to name your project “My First Project” then you could call this folder “My First Project” or “First Project”. What’s important here is that you are creating a folder on the hard drive to store your project into it. This folder should have a unique name that is different than any other Cubase project you have created before. 

6. Click “OK” on the PC or “Create” on the Mac.Your project folder is now created on the hard drive!

7. Now click “OK” on the PC or “Choose” on the Mac.

IT IS VITAL THAT YOU NOT CHOOSE A DIRECTORY on the C Drive as it will be erased when the computer is restarted. Your best option for permanent storage  to use the folder with your name on the I Drive
For increased security you can save your projects to a flash drive using the “Save to new folder” option.
