Create a New Project

1. Start a new project in a new folder in your folder on the I drive

2. Name the Folder: <Yourname> MP-II Project 5
3. Create an empty project
4. Save the file to your I drive with the name <Yourname> MP-II Project 5
Song
1. Record the drum, bass, harmonica, and vocal parts of Love Me Do. 
2. Recording the guitar part is optional. 

3. Use all forms of cycle recording to come up with the best possible recording

1. Cycle mix might be appropriate for the drum track

1. You only need to record a few measures. Use copy or repeat.

2. Keep last might work for the harmonica

3. Use Staked recording for the more difficult parts. 
4. Use quantize on the appropriate tracks. 

1. Don’t use the “standard” quantize amounts on any part that has eighth note as you will need to swing the eighth notes

2. For the parts with eight notes open the Quantize Setup dialogue and add the appropriate amount of swing. Select the parts you need to quantize and click on “Apply Quantize” 
5. Use notepad to identify the recoding techniques you used. 

6. You only need to record the first four systems

7. Mix (set levels and pan)
Save the folder on the I Drive and when you are finished “Save to New Folder” on the M Drive.
