A. The Purposes of Element Charades or Element Mobiles are to:

1) creatively convey the identification of a “mystery” element to your classmates; 

2) communicate important properties, ideas and facts through visual and kinesthetic means;

c. 2 most important uses


d. distinctive behavior or characteristics (1 or 2)


e. discoverer (if not from ancient times) or other unique fact

f. family & period


g. name of element


h. atomic number

You may not use any written clues or speak during your charades. Actions, images, costumes, props, and/or music are encouraged!  Each presentation should be approximately 1 – 2 minutes in length.

C. ALTERNATE PRODUCT: ELEMENT MOBILE

A mobile is a type of kinetic sculpture constructed to take advantage of the principle of equilibrium. It consists of a number of rods, from which weighted objects or further rods hang. The objects hanging from the rods balance each other, so that the rods remain more or less horizontal. Each rod hangs from only one string, which gives it freedom to rotate about the string..Your mobile will be judged on its aesthetic properties, including appearance, balance, and novelty.

Use Rods and Objects on Strings to symbolize each of the items below.

a. number of electrons in its outer orbit (object)

b. usual physical state (at “normal” temperature and pressure) (object)

c. 2 most important uses (object)

d. distinctive behavior or characteristics (1 or 2) (object)
