A-roll


Editing clips that contain audio data from the base track or a narration.

B-roll


A term used to describe alternate footage shot to intercut with the primary shots used in a program. B-roll is 



frequently used for cutaway shots. Ideally these should fit with the continuity of the base track.

Cutaways

(1) Cutaways are shots the videographer gets that can be used to cover up edits. They are very helpful when 



editing an interview. The cutaway is usually something related to the location or what the person on camera is 



saying. The video "cuts away" from the person talking so the editor can cut out unnecessary audio.

listening to the interviewee, or, shots of what the subject is talking about. Similarly, in a reversal, the 




interviewer re-asks the questions asked during the interview. These shots are cut in later, making it look like 



two cameras were used. http://videoediting.digitalmedianet.com/articles/viewarticle.jsp?id=32317-1; see also below
Mark


a designated place to stand or move to; in context: ‘hit your mark’, ‘go to your mark’
Pick-up

a line recorded later, which was misdelivered in the original shooting
Pre-production
what goes on before shooting begins
Production

the shooting of the movie
Post-production
the stage when editing, titles, credits, graphics, music take place
Reversal

a type of cutaway in which the camera angle is reversed; for example, in our movie, the shots showing the 



students on the tour.

Rough-cut 

the dialog and most of the shots are place in a linear fashion to be viewed, but not 
a lot of the timing has been 



worked out and fine tuning has not been done.

Strike


to tear down the video equipment after a shoot

Making A Movie Planning Sheet
	What do I want to do?
