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I. Course Description  Top

V. Course Requirements  Top
· Term Paper - 100 points

Student are required to write a report discussing how an organization uses information technology to solve a particualr business problem. More details 

· Team Presentation - 50 points

Student teams are responsible for investigating current information technology in information systems management. Each team will present their findings to the rest of the class. Students will be assigned to a group and a presentation time. More information 

· Course Exams - 50 points each

· Necessary Prerequisites

Students attending the course who do not have the proper prerequisites risk being deregistered from the class.
