Course Purpose/Objectives: 

The objective of this course is to explore eXtensible Markup Language and its application and uses with current technologies. As a student in this course, you will learn the basics of Creating A Web Page with XML. First you will learn the basics and history of XML, and learn how to create your own XML document. Next you will learn how to interpret XML documents in terms of fields, records, and recordsets, as well as how to use data binding with elements. Then you will learn how to use XML to create a valid document. Finally you will learn how to add a namespace to an XML document, and how to work with schemas. 

Prerequisite: 

Prerequisites include M&IS 24060 (Systems Analysis I) and M&IS 24070 (Principles of Systems Development). Students attending the course who have not completed the proper prerequisites risk being deregistered from the class.

Teaching Methods:
1. Lectures: Important material from the text and outside sources will be covered in class. Students should plan to take careful notes as not all material can be found in the texts or readings. Discussion is encouraged as is student-procured outside material relevant to topics being covered. 

2. Assignments: Review Assignments, Case Problems, and other projects will be periodically assigned to reinforce material in the text. These assignments may require the application of various software packages. 

3. Quizzes: Occasional unannounced quizzes will be given to help ensure students stay up with assigned material.
