· In order to install Visual Studio .NET 2003, the PC must be running one of the following operating systems: 

· Windows 2000 Professional or Server with Service Pack 4 installed. You can download Service Pack 4 at http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/.... 

· Windows XP Home Edition or Professional 


Visual Studio .NET cannot be installed on a PC running other operating systems. 

· Because you are enrolled in this course, you are entitled to a free copy of Visual Studio .NET 2003. To obtain this copy, you will need to have a minimum of 6 writable CDs. (Having spares helps if something goes wrong with a CD when you make your copy.) Take these blank CDs to the College of Business Administration PC Lab. After identifying yourself, make a copy of each of the 6 CDs you will be given. These 6 CD s are: 

· Visual Studio .NET 2003 Disk #1 and Disk #2. 

· Visual Studio .NET Prerequisites CD. 

· Visual Studio .NET 2003 MSDN Library Disks #1, #2 and #3. 


Be certain you label each of these CDs so you know which is which when you go to install the software. 

Begin the installation by inserting the Visual Studio .NET 2003 Disk #1 in your CD drive. You will be prompted to replace it with the Prerequisites Disk if necessary. Following this, you will be asked whether you wish to do a standard or custom installation. It's your choice. But, if you do a custom installation, you will need to install Visual Basic for this course. It's up to you whether you also install J++, C# and/or C++. They are not needed for this class. Depending on what you choose to do, you may (or may not) be prompted to insert the Visual Studio .NET 2003 Disk #2 into your CD drive. 

When you have completed the installation of Visual Studio .NET 2003, insert the Visual Studio .NET 2003 MSDN Library Disks #1 CD into your CD drive. Choose the help libraries you wish to install on your PC. The more you install, the more disk space used on your PC, but the fewer the times you will be instructed to insert one of the CDs while using the Visual Studio .NET 2003 Help System.
