CATOLOG DESCRIPTION:  Intensive investigation of selected topics in organization and strategic management.  Student will be expected to undertake research on a topic determined in joint consultation with the instructor.

OVERVIEW:  This is a doctoral seminar aimed at developing research skills and results.  The primary goal will be to work on an article for publication submission in consultation with the instructor.  An intermediate goal of conference proceedings will be used in most cases.  A topic area for each student or team of students will be decided together with the instructor.  Then as much progress as possible will be made toward a submittable paper by the end of the course.  Topics will be selected from current research areas and subjects of mutual interest.

PREREQUISITES: Permission of the instructor.

TEXTBOOKS:  No specific textbook will be required.  Articles, websites and books will selected.

COURSE STYLE:  Seminar and individual conferences.

GRADING:  A = Excellent, B = Average, C = Poor.  Grading will be based on the degree of completion of a research paper for submission for publication or conference presentation.

The Following Policies Apply to All Students in this Course

A. Students attending the course who do not have the proper prerequisite risk being deregistered from the class.

B. Students have responsibility to ensure they are properly enrolled in classes.
