COURSE PREREQUISITES

PREREQUISITE: M&IS 24163 Principles of Management

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to provide students with detailed knowledge of the human resource management function in modern organizational settings.  Emphasis is placed on techniques and approaches that are currently being applied to solve human resource problems in business organizations. Through lecture, class discussions, and experiential exercises, we shall consider the contribution of human resource management to short- and long-term organizational functioning.  Moreover, the course will provide a basis for understanding how the properly applying human resource management techniques assist in moving an organization toward its goals.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

The fundamental purpose of this course is to provide students with an increased understanding of the content and processes involved in the management of human resources.  Upon completion of the course, students should understand and be able to assess and suggest solutions to human resource-related problems.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Exams (65%)

Three exams are scheduled for the semester.  All exams will cover text readings, handouts, guest speakers, cases, assignments, discussions, and lecture material.  The format of the exams may include multiple choice, matching, and/or short answer essay questions.  The first two exams will each account for 20% of your final grade, and the final exam will account for 25%.

Assignments (10%)


Assignment #1:  Initial HR Knowledge 


A one-page typed description of a personal experience with an HR person.  Pick one experience or situation from a work setting and evaluate the reaction or response by the HR person.  If you have no experience with an HR person, interview someone that has.  This can be a family member, another student, another faculty member, friend or coworker.  This assignment will be worth 5% of your total grade.

Assignment #2:  Current Event Analysis 

HR issues are in the news on a regular basis.  Media coverage of issues such as discrimination, skill deficiencies, labor negotiations, and workplace violence occur regularly.  Each student will identify a current event covered by the media that relates to an HR topic and respond to that event in a 400-500-word analysis.  Student responses should focus on answering questions such as:  What should HR be doing in light of this event? What is the significance of this event from an HR perspective?  Typed responses should begin with a brief description of the event and a full citation of the media source, followed by the student's perspective on the event within the context of HR.  Note: What I am looking for is original, evaluative thought, not an event summary.  This assignment will be worth 5% of your final grade.

Cases (25%)

Cases will be used as an opportunity for students to apply many of the concepts covered in this course.  There will be six cases, in total counting for 25% of your final grade.  Cases may be evaluated as groups (to be assigned during the first week of class) and/or on an individual basis. Generally, cases will be conducted during class (although some outside work will be required occasionally) and your written work will be collected when the case discussion is completed.  If you are not in class, you will receive a zero for that class period’s case (only in extraordinary circumstances will make-up cases be allowed).  However, you may miss one case without penalty. 

GRADES

Grades will be calculated according to performance on three exams (20%, 20% and 25%), assignments (10%) and cases (25%).  Final grades will be assigned as follows:

CLASS PROCEDURES

1. If my office hours are not convenient for you, please feel free to call for an appointment. Also, the most efficient way to communicate with me is via e-mail. 

2. Please tell me about any problems you are having while there is still time to do something about them.

3. Exams are to be taken at the scheduled time (this also means you need to be on-time for the exam – more than 20 minutes late is a missed exam).  If you miss an exam due to a legitimate reason (e.g., illness, death in the immediate family), a make-up exam will be given (you will be required to provide an official university excuse to be eligible for a make-up exam). If you do not provide a legitimate excuse, no make-up exam will be granted.

4. Reading assignments are expected to be completed prior to class attendance so that you may participate in class discussion.  We will not discuss every aspect of the assigned chapters or supplemental material, however this does not release the student from the responsibility of knowing the material for examination purposes.  Conversely, I may include material in class not covered by the text (you are also responsible for this information).

5. Attendance at class is expected.  If you miss a class, you are responsible for obtaining lecture notes and other material from another student (please do not ask to borrow my notes).

6. Major grammatical or spelling errors on any written work could result in a significant penalty with respect to the grade you receive.  Carefully proofread your papers for errors.

7. Do not come late to class in order to turn in an assignment or participate in a case study.  If this is the situation, the assignment or case will not be accepted. 

8. LATE REGISTRATION:  No late registration forms will be signed following the first exam. If you wish to register for the class, you must register before the first exam – no exceptions.  

9. Students have the responsibility to ensure they are properly enrolled in classes.  You are advised to review your official class schedule (using Web for Students) during the first two weeks of the semester to ensure you are properly enrolled in this class and section.  Should you find an error in your class schedule, you have until Friday, January 24, 2004 to correct the error with your advising office.  If registration errors are not corrected by this date and you continue to attend and participate in classes for which you are not officially enrolled, you are advised now that you will not receive a grade at the conclusion of the semester for any class in which you are not properly registered.  

10. Students attending the course who do not have the proper prerequisite risk being deregistered from the class.

11. For Spring 2004, the course withdrawal deadline is Saturday, March 20, 2004.   Withdrawal before the deadline results in a "W" on the official transcript; after the deadline a grade must be calculated and reported.
