Course Description
· This is a second course in computer programming for business.  It will focus on building the web-based applications for business. In so doing, it is expected that you will improve your problem solving skills, while expanding your mastery of a number of advanced programming tolls and strategies. 
· We will be using the Microsoft Visual Basic and/or C# Version .NET 2003® programming language(s) to implement and practice the concepts discussed in class. It is assumed that you have had previous experience with Visual Basic that is at least equivalent to that provided by M&IS 24070. In addition, a familiarity with a variety of Windows software such as Internet Explorer and NotePad is assumed. 
· I would strongly recommend that you consult your M&IS text 24070 and/or another VB .NET text/learner's guide as references. Please be aware that we are moving to a newer version of .NET that replaces the version used this past Spring and Summer. 
· Visual Studio .NET 2003 is available on the PCs in rooms A224 and A226 of the College of Business PC Lab. This product includes the version of Visual Basic that we will be using this semester. 
· If you have a PC running either Windows 2000 or Windows XP and you are registered for this course, you can obtain a copy of the six CD Visual Studio .NET to install on your PC. For more information about this option go to Visual Studio .NET 2003 CDs. 
· You are expected to do all your programs either on your own PCs or those in the computer lab. 
· A Windows web server running .NET framework and SQL server 2000 is set up for the class and each of you will be assigned access to it so that you can upload and run your program.  A team account will be provided once the team project is assigned.  Again, DO make backups for the work you have done because no one can guarantee you that the hard drive where you store your program will not fail.  Due to the limited resource available, we currently can not set up a RAID on the server for the class. 
· In addition to learning the concepts of programming, it is expected that this class will assist you in developing your problem solving skills. After all, a program is nothing more than a solution to a problem. It can be a frustrating experience to design a programming solution to a seemingly trivial problem. However, it is fun.

Coursework: M&IS 24060, 24070.

If you have not taken any VB.NET classes, it is highly recommended that you take M&IS 24080 (Computer Programming for Business I) or M&IS 34032 (Data and File Technology) offered by Dr. Glenn Thomas this semester.

Notes on the team project: half of the total points will be based on the peer evaluation.  So be ready to work with your team members.  It works this way.  As a team, you r team will earn points up to 40 times number of team members for the project.  For example, you are in a team of 4 people and your project is done well and the team gets 36 x 4 = 144 points.  Then 72 points will be shared evenly by each member, i.e. 18 points for each student.  The rest of the points you earn will be calculated based on how you perform in the team (peer evaluation forms).
