Take home question number three.  

Trace the growth of China’s role in capitalist economies, especially that of the U.S., over the past few years, up through their recent series of bids for and acquisitions of major American corporations.  Find and carefully read through several of the longer stories and articles on this subject found in the university library databases, Business and Industry, and Business Source Premier, and other sources if you can find them.  Be especially sure to include a few articles from Business Source Premier since these are written by professional scholars on the subject.  In your essay, after you trace the growth (history of events and story of the development) of China’s recent interactions with older non-Chinese capitalist economies, give a factual presentation (lots of numbers) about the capacity of the Chinese economy (starting with annual sales, product lines, assets, method of capitalization) enabling Chinese corporations to make their recent moves.  Third, on the basis of what you have discovered, provide some of your own reflections on the behavior of American business and government leaders with respect to the growth of Chinese economic power and influence.  Compared with other countries and economies around the world, have we been almost uniquely asleep with respect to these developments?  Explain your answer in detail.  We all knew about the flood of Chinese imports in our economy and our huge unfavorable trade balance, but beyond that did we have awareness of the size, power, and possible threat of their economy for American business?   As to what our awareness or lack of it has been, give explanations.
