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Objective

You will learn the building blocks used when creating client-server, web-based, database driven applications. When you complete the course you will be competent to build such applications on your own. 

Process

The course is project based. You will build a project that involves all of the fundadmental components of a client-server, web-based, database driven application: 

· Interface - HTML/DHTML 

· Client-side Programming - javascript & VBScript 

· Server-side programming - ASP/VBScript 

· Database - SQL - design, development, deployment 

The couse is divided between in-class and lab work. During class several technologies will be presented. You will use those technologies in the lab as you work on your peoject. 

It is anticipated that each day we will meet first in the classroom and then move to the lab after a break. 

Evaluation

Your grade is based on the project. There are no exams, papers, or homeworks. 

The project will be evaluated on: 

· Completeness as measured against the demonstration project (http://131.123.8.32/60095/) on the class website. 

· Quality of implementation.
